Junior Vice Captain’s Report — Greg’s Gazette

Fellow Nomads,

It was enjoyable meeting my fellow nomads over breakfast at the Bells & Milk table as you prepared to do
battle at my home course, Port Elizabeth Golf Club. It was only the brilliance and proficiency of my
playing partner, Sean McQuaide, who fought off the worst playing pair threat. Our opponents, Orion
Meyer and Foetie Malherbe, showed no compassion and took most of the spoils. Well, for me, receiving
the Teddy Bear was a very sobering moment!

| had some commentary regarding my mention, maybe exaggeration,
of the St Francis Links greens measuring 200 on the Stimpmeter in my
last gazette, so | thought | would deliver some explanation of the stimp
meter here. It was designed by golfer Edward Stimpson, Sr. in 1935.
Stimpson, the Massachusetts state amateur champion, was a
spectator at that year's U.S. Open at Oakmont. After watching a putt by
a top professional Gene Sarazen roll off a green, Stimpson was
convinced the greens were unreasonably fast, but wondered how he
could prove it. He developed a device, now known as the Stimpmeter,
which is an angled track that releases a ball at a known velocity so that
the distance it rolls on a green's surface can be measured." The
Stimpmeter is an aluminium bar, 36 inches long, with a V-shaped
groove as shown in the picture on the left. The ball release notch,
located 30 inches from the end that rests on the ground, is designed so
that a golf ball will always be released and start to roll when the
Stimpmeter is raised to an angle of approximately 20 degrees. The
distance travelled on a flat portion of the green in feet is the number
given and is an average of several greens. The higher the number, the

faster the greens.
